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Pender County Schools

Transfer Policy for AIG Students
Students who transfer into Pender County with evidence of participation in a program for Academically or Intellectually Gifted will be reviewed for instructional placement in our existing gifted program. Services will be based on the student’s educational needs and the local options available.

Transfers within Pender County Schools 
Elementary and Middle School Students:

1. NCWise Data Manager will notify the AIG Coach of new student upon his/her enrollment at the school

2. AIG Coach will forward the student’s AIG folder to the AIG Coach at the student’s new school.

3. Identification information and service options will be shared with teachers at new school
High School Students:  
1. NCWise Data Manager will notify the AIG Coach of new student upon his/her enrollment at the school
2. AIG Coach will take AIG folder to the appropriate school.
3. AIG Coach will ensure the student is enrolled in courses from previous high school as much as possible and pending course availability.

Transfers within public schools in North Carolina

Elementary and Middle School Students:

1. NCWise Data Manager will notify AIG Coach of new student upon his/her enrollment.
2. Student will be placed with service options that most closely match previous school’s service options (documentation of services received at previous school are required) 
3. A meeting with the parent/guardian will be held to discuss the student’s current service options (ADEP) and any changes or modifications that may be required; documentation of identification and services will be transferred to our forms
High School Students:

1. NCWise Data Manager will notify AIG Coach of new student upon his/her enrollment
2. Student will select classes using Honors/Advanced Placement criteria with the assistance of the guidance counselor and/or AIG Coach
3. A meeting with the parent/guardian will be held to discuss the student’s current service options (ADEP) and any changes or modifications that may be required; documentation of identification and services will be transferred to our forms
Transfers outside of North Carolina
Should an identified gifted student transfer to Pender County Schools from a public school outside of NC, the AIG Coach will review data (evidence of screening, identification, and services) to decide if further information is necessary. A transfer student from a public school outside NC must meet or exceed our minimum criteria for identification. Students who have existing scores on accepted standardized tests may be placed in the AIG program in Pender County. If the student does not have accepted standardized tests, the student may be referred for screening and identification in the PCS AIG Program.   
Transfers from the Military
Based on the Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military Children (General Statute 115C-407.5/407.6/407.7; Session Law 2008-185), we will remove barriers that can cause transition issues for military families who move into Pender County Schools. We will honor placement from the sending state or military entity if courses are available. In accordance with Article V, Section B of this statute, “The receiving state school shall initially honor placement of the student in educational programs based on current educational assessments conducted at the school in the sending state or participation/placement in like programs in the sending state.  Such programs include, but are not limited to: 1) gifted and talented programs; and 2) English as a second language (ESL). This does not preclude the school in the receiving state from performing subsequent evaluations to ensure appropriate placement of the student.”  We will also employ flexibility of placement based on Article V, Section D, which states, “Local education agency administrative officials shall have flexibility in waiving courses/programs offered under the jurisdiction of the local education agency.”
