Elementary School

· Concurrent/Dual Enrollment- allowing students to attend classes in more than one building level during the same school year

· Early admission into Kindergarten- allowing students who meet determined criteria to enter kindergarten one year early
· Grade skipping or grade acceleration- double promoting a student so he/she bypasses one or more grade levels

· Subject acceleration- allowing a student to bypass, skip, or move more rapidly through the usual progression of skills and content mastery in a single subject area

Middle School

· Concurrent/Dual Enrollment- allowing students to attend classes in more than one building level during the same school year

· Grade skipping or grade acceleration- double promoting a student so he/she bypasses one or more grade levels

· Subject acceleration- allowing a student to bypass, skip, or move more rapidly through the usual progression of skills and content mastery in a single subject area
High School

· Advanced Placement Program- providing students a course with college-level content at the secondary school level, affording the student the opportunity to “test out” of or be given college credit for its completion
