· DPI Updates

· In December, the SBE adopted new social studies standards that will become effective in the 2012-13 school year. The State Board also increased the number of social studies courses required for graduation to four, effective with the Freshmen Class of 2012-13. The required courses are World History, US History I, US History II, and Civics and Economics. AP US History will satisfy both US History courses; however, students are required to take a social studies elective to fulfill the fourth course requirement. By raising the number of required social studies courses to four, the number of credits required for graduation increases to 22, effective with the Freshmen Class of 2012-13.
